
By next year, India is expected to become the most populated country with 
20% of Earth’s people. Yet Christians represent only 3% of the population. 
Founded in 1951, the LHM-India Christian Media Centre undertakes the 
challenge of spreading the Good News to hundreds of thousands of Indian 
people who have never before had the opportunity to learn about Jesus 
Christ.  

 
The LHM-India staff reaches out 
with the Word of God by using 
devotional songs, dramas, dialogues, 
cassette ministry, printed literature, 
and Bible Correspondence Courses. 
Addit ional  ministry inc ludes 
providing wells in 20 primarily non-
Christian villages that were in need 
of safe drinking water.  
 
LHM-India responded quickly to the 
tsunami of December 26, 2004 by 
providing food, clothing, Bibles, 
spiritual help, radios, and kerosene 
stoves.  They are still reaching out to 
tsunami vict ims through an 
orphanage and home building.  
 
The  Centre is currently in great 
need of renovation in order to 
continue to provide their effective 
ministry.
